The Chair shall call the meeting to order at the appropriate time, greet the people, and read the 
following statement:  
 

• The City of Holladay Planning Commission is a volunteer citizen board whose 
function is to review land use plans and other special studies, make 
recommendations to the City Council on proposed zoning map  and ordinance 
changes, and approve conditional uses and subdivisions. 

 
• The Planning Commission does not initiate land use applications; rather acts on 

applications as they are submitted. Commissioners do not meet with applicants 
except at publicly noticed meetings. 

 
• Commissioners attempt to visit each property on the agenda, where the location, 

the nature of the neighborhood, existing structures and uses related to the 
proposed change are noted. 

 
• Decisions are based on observations, recommendations from the professional 

planning staff, the City’s General Plan, zoning ordinance and other reports, by all 
verbal and written comments, and by evidence submitted, all of which are part of 
the public record. 

 
• Meeting procedure can be found on the back of the agenda. 

 
 



 

Rules of the City of Holladay Planning Commission for Public Hearings 
 

 

 

The Planning Commission Chair or Vice Chair is the Presiding Officer and will conduct 

the hearing. 

 

1. Introduction.  The Presiding Officer informs those attending of the procedure 

and order of business for the hearing. 

2. Staff Presentation. City Staff briefly introduces the request that prompted the 

public hearing.  The presentation shall not last more than five minutes. 

3. Sponsor Presentation.  If desired, the applicant or his/her representative may 

also make a presentation.  The presentation shall not last more than fifteen 

minutes. 

4. Public Comment.  The Presiding Officer asks for public comment on the 

matter before the Commission.  Comments are limited to three minutes and 

speakers are allowed to speak only once. Speakers are requested to: 

(a)   Complete the Citizen Comment Form 

(b)   Wait until recognized before speaking 

(c)   Come to the microphone and state their name and address for the record 

(d)   Be brief and to the point 

(e)   Not restate points made by other speakers 

(f)   Address questions through the Presiding Officer 

(g)   Confine remarks to the topic 

(h)   Avoid personalities 

 

After each citizen has spoken, Commission members may ask questions of  

the participant before the Presiding Officer resumes or closes the hearing. 

 

5. Applicant Summation/Response.  Following citizen comment and questions 

by the Commission, the applicant shall be given an opportunity to give up to 

fifteen minutes summation and/or response prior to closing of the public 

hearing.        

6. Closing the Hearing. If there is no further public comment, questions by 

Commission members, or final response by the applicant, the Presiding 

Officer shall conclude the hearing at least ten minutes in advance of a 

subsequently scheduled public hearing.  The Commission may vote to extend 

the public hearing past the starting time of a subsequent public hearing. 

7. Consideration of Item.  At the close of the public hearing, the Commission 

shall consider the item, discuss its merits and vote on the matter or vote to 

continue it at a future meeting.

EXCECUTIVE SUMMARY 
It is proposed to allow for a change in the allowance for temporary “coming soon” type signs in the Holladay Village. The 

change is a result of the new Harmons Block development and would only be applicable to sites of more than two acres. 

There are few sites in the Village of this size – the Village Square site, for example, only has 1.8 acres of land.  If 

approved, the new language would allow for reasonable temporary construction signs in the Village for a period not to 

exceed 9 months. 

 

 

TECHNICAL REVIEW COMMITTEE REVIEW  

Staff position is that this language poses no harm to the community, and, is reasonable and necessary in this part of the City 

to identify the type of coming development and should be allowed.

EXCECUTIVE SUMMARY 

After receiving rezone approval for R-2-8, applicants LeeAnn Miller and Craig Hacket are requesting conceptual and 

preliminary subdivision approval in the R-2 zone for three separate detached homes (net of two new homes). The applicant 

proposes to divide the 19,980 square foot parcel (.45 acres) of land into three individual, single-family home building lots. 

  

TECHNICAL REVIEW COMMITTEE�¶S  REVIEW  

This subdivision drawing was reviewed by the TRC on 03/07/2017. Specific review was focused on confirming that this 

project would be limited to only three homes as required by the City Council. The TRC has verified that this proposal provides 

more than the required minimums for three homes in the R-2-8 zone. 

 

The R-2-8 zone allows for 2 types of residential 

development: 

�x Two-family (duplex/twin home): minimum of 4,000 

sq ft / unit, 35�¶ lot width / unit 

�x Single-Family, detached: minimum 5,000 sq ft / lot. 

50�¶ lot width / lot 

 

 

PARCEL DETAILS: 

Gross area: 24,628 sq ft (.565 acres) 

Highland Drive Dedication Area: 4,647 sq ft  

Access easement area: 2,383 sq ft  

Net developable area: 17,598 sq ft.  

Development yield: 17,598 sq ft/ 5,000 sq ft = 3.5homes

 

TRC RECOMMENDATION 

TRC recommends the Commission to hold the required public hearing to take comments for interested citizens and to also 

moderate a discussion with the applicant regarding the specifics of this proposal. The TRC finds that the proposed Green 

Gable Court, three-lot residential subdivision at 5697 S Highland Drive to be complete as per the submission requirements 

listed in Holladay Ordinance 13.10.050B and recommend CONCEPTUAL subdivision approval as per review and approval 

procedures set forth in Holladay Ordinance 13.08.110D, based upon the following findings  
 
FINDINGS:  

1) The City Council has approved the applicants request for zone change from R-1-43 to R-2-8 

2) The proposal meets the City �&�R�X�Q�F�L�O�¶�V requirement of a maximum of three detached homes  
3) The proposal meets the Highland Drive Master plan for medium density residential development 

4) All utility services exist in Highland Drive to serve the two new lots. 

5) The newly proposed lots exceed both the minimum size and width standards for a new lot in the R-2-8 zone  

 

Also, because of the applicant has provided all preliminary construction details for the three-lot subdivision the TRC can 

recommend PRELIMINARY subdivision approval with the FINAL PLAT review and approval requested to be deferred to 

the TRC.  

 
FINDINGS : 

1) The prelimary construction drawings meet City of Holladay development standards 

2) The proposed three homes can be services by all utilities 

CONDITIONS:  

1) Fire Hydrant flow tests be submitted and be verified by UFA fire inspector  
2) A final plat be submitted which meet the planning commission�¶ preliminary approval condition �± if any
